Visa (tourist, business etc) and (e) Attestation (power of 
attorney or other documents like photocopy of Bangladesh 
passport, photograph and application for police clearance 
certificate from Bangladesh etc). 

Following services are NOT available from our camp office: 
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(a) Issuance of new passport in place of 10 or more years old 
passport (b) Issuance of new passport in place of lost passport. 
Such cases must be posted to our Canberra office fulfilling all 
the requirements and enclosing a self addressed registered 
envelope. 

All payments must be paid in the mode of Postal Money Order 
or Bank Cheque as we DO NOT accept cash, credit card, eftpos 
or personal cheque. Applicants are highly advised to have their 
money order or bank cheque prepared during week days as most 
post offices and banks are closed on weekends. However, 
Homebush Post Office which is situated near the camp office 
remains open till 1200 hrs on Saturday but is not open on 
Sundays.
